You took part in the breast cancer screening programme on «Datum onderzoek».
What was the result?
We found an abnormality on your X-rays that requires further investigation.

What does this mean?
It means we found something that is not normal. It does not necessarily mean that you have breast cancer. Of every 20 women who have this result, 14 do not have breast cancer.
What should I do?
Your GP will have informed you of the result, and you may already have undergone further investigation. If you have not been in touch with your GP yet, or if you have any questions, make an appointment.

Your GP will explain the result and the follow-up procedure, which will take place in hospital. The enclosed leaflet provides more information on the follow-up tests.

You can decide in consultation with your GP which hospital to attend. You may find the information on www.monitorborstkankerzorg.nl useful when making your choice.
